General assembly meetings shall be held on the third Wednesday of each month at 7:00 pm. (approved 12/15/04; amended 10/19/05; amended 5/17/06; amended 4/20/11) The February meeting in even years shall start at 7:00 pm to accommodate elections. (amended 12/19/07)
2.
For a hospitalized member, the Lodge shall send flowers or fruit, along with a card, not to exceed $35.00. (approved 2/16/05)
3.
For a deceased member, the Lodge shall send to the immediate family, flowers or a donation to charity if requested, not to exceed $75.00. (approved 2/16/05)
4.
For the President (and guest) of the Grand Lodge of Florida, the Lodge shall provide complimentary tickets to all Lodge events as required. (approved 2/16/05)
5.
A petty cash amount of $100.00 may be provided by the Treasurer for the planning and executing of Lodge functions. (approved 2/16/05)
6.
A cash advance of $75.00 may be provided to the chairman of the Social Committee for making change when collecting donations at Lodge social functions. (approved 2/16/05)
7.
To attend the Grand Lodge Quarterly Meetings, the Lodge President (or in his absence, the next succeeding officer as listed in Lodge Bylaws Article VII, Section 1) shall be entitled to two overnight stays at the rate negotiated by the Grand Lodge, two Saturday evening dinner function tickets and travel expenses. Travel expenses shall include tolls and the cost of gasoline to travel to and from the meeting. (approved 2/16/05)
8.
a.
There shall be three Lodge financial fund accounts: Charity, Scholarship and General.
b. Social and non-social function surplus distributions shall be applied as follows: 

General 100%, unless as specified per item c.
c. The general assembly may designate that the surplus from a non-social event be distributed to a specific fund account. This designation shall be done prior to the event.

9. A Social Committee surplus report shall be made at the general meeting immediately following a social event to report the event’s revenues and costs so that the social event surplus can be distributed to the appropriate fund accounts. (approved 2/16/05)
10. A non-social event surplus report shall be made by the event’s sponsor at the general meeting immediately following the event to report the event’s revenues and costs so that the event surplus can be distributed to the appropriate fund accounts. (approved 2/16/05)
11. The Lodge shall donate $50 for Cooley’s anemia and $50 for Alzheimer’s disease charities with checks made payable to the OSIA National Foundation. These checks shall be provided either at each Grand Lodge quarterly meeting or directly to the National Foundation as determined by the Lodge Council (provided sufficient Charity fund monies are available).The appropriateness of the amount shall be reviewed at the General Meeting each January. (approved 2/16/05; amended 6/18/08, 3/18/09, 11/18/09)
12. Tombola surplus distribution shall be applied to the General Fund 100%. (approved 5/18/05; amended 2/21/07)
13. Ways & Means function surpluses shall be designated as follows:

a. Mystery Dinner (January) – Scholarship Fund 100%.

b. Carnevale (February) – Charity Fund 25%; Scholarship Fund 25%; General Fund 50%.

c. Fashion Show (March) – Local Charity 100% (charity determined by motion at a General Meeting).

d. Festa Italiana (October) – Charity Fund 25%; Scholarship Fund 25%; General Fund 50%.

e. Garage Sale (November) – Scholarship Fund 100%.
